QUAKER WITNESS:
LEADING BY EXAMPLE

Mayor Michael Nutter chose Friends Center to an-
nounce the appointment of the city sustainability co-
ordinator saying, “It is not by happenstance that we 
have this announcement here today. Friends Center 
is doing what many entities throughout
Philadelphia could be doing. They are leading by ex-
ample.” The green roof and drilling of the geother-
mal wells are big parts of the example. The roof is 
visible from tall buildings including the new Com-
cast Tower and city offices. The banner at the well 
site greets traffic on 15th Street.
BUILDING PROJECT NEWS
The geothermal wells are near completion. The drill-
ing process has taken longer than predicted as drill-
ers encountered strong water-pressure, a gravel bar at 
about the1000 feet level, and other conditions of 
Mother Nature’s anatomy. The strong water-pressure 
means efficient operation of the wells for heat ex-
change. By the end of the summer the only visible 
remains of the drilling will be seven one foot circles 
of metal along the 15th Street sidewalk. The struc-
tural work in the meetinghouse is complete, shoring 
up ceiling and floor joists for another 100 years. Ex-
terior work has begun, including power-washing the 
bricks and restoring deteriorated wood. The lower 
level of the office building should be completed by 
the end of June. In July, the AFSC Finance and De-
velopment departments will move into their new, 
open, day-lighted offices.
